GLA Course Description

Civilization Studies

(1) Civilizations in Global History <4 credits>*
This course provides a long-term outlook of the human history from the period of
Neolithic (Agricultural) Revolution to the modern time, with emphasis on the
comparison of different civilizations in each period. Students will learn to contextualize
various agenda of today’s globalized societies in long-term historical perspectives at
multiple levels for alternative interpretation. In addition to the method of lecturing,
this course will use historical materials in different formats and apply a rich variety of

learning methods, including tutorials and group works.
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(2) Sociological Theories: Classics and Contemporary <4 credits>

This course provides a comprehensive theoretical overview of sociology from the
classical to the contemporary, since the 2nd half of the 20th century. The overview
deals with the classical theories such as Marxian and Weberian theories and those of
Durkheim and Simmel, and with Structural-functionalism, Symbolic Interactionism,
Critical Theory, Rational Choice Theory, and Ethnomethodology. In line with this
context, an outlook of Poststructuralism, Postmodernism, and several theories of
globalization will be delivered as well. The students of this course will learn the
theoretical overview from each lecture, and deepen their understanding through

reading and debating the original texts at tutorials.
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(3) Macrohistory and Metahistory <4 credits>
The practice of historical studies is, in its nature, embedded well in human history. This
course, firstly, provides an introductory outlook of intellectual premises, and then of
Macrohistory as well as Metahistory. Macrohistory looks at history from a broader
spatial coverage and an ultra-long range of time; and Metahistory involves analysis of
structural changes of historiography. The students of this course will study an overview
of historiographical perspective, which forms intellectual frames for history. The
students of this course will learn the theoretical overview from each lecture, and

deepen their understanding through reading and debating the original texts at tutorials.
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(4) History of Modern World <4 credits>
This course provides an explanation of historical processes of globalization since 19th
century with emphasis on the concept of multiple modernity. The students of this
course should learn the multi-linearity and inter-relation of the paths and forms of
political development in the world modernisation. This course will take in a variety of

combinatorial lecturing methods, including tutorials and group works.
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(5) Evolution of Governance <4 credits>
This course provides a long-term and global overview of historical formation and
transformation of the state as institution. While evolutionary perspective to multiple
institutional developments of the state and interstate relations is introduced with a
thematic focus on the non-European regions, this course will also focus on structure

of legitimacy or reflexive conceptualization of governance of each historical period and



each society. This course will take in a variety of combinatorial lecturing methods,

including tutorials and group works.
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(6) Institutionalism in Social Studies <4 credits>
The concepts of understanding social development have been placed constantly in the
main stage of intellectual pursuit in institutional studies, and this course will deliver a
dynamic view of how systematically institutional approach has been engaged to the
theoretical furtherance of every social study so far. This course engages in
reconsidering the nature of economic growth, through bridging the theories in
economics and economic history, and particularly from the approach of institutionalism.
The students will learn the dynamic nature and explore the future potential of

institutionalism, and through intensive reading and debates at class.
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(7) Evolution of Market Economy <4 credits>
This course provides a long-term and global overview of historical development of
market and the market society with emphasis on the network of market and extra-
market institutions. The students of this course will learn a perspective in which to
analyse the diversity of economic systems in various historical contexts. This course
will also deliver an introductory outlook of market design and development to consider
the potential of market as an institutional mechanism of solving social assignments.
This course will take in a variety of combinatorial lecturing methods, including tutorials

and group works.
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(8) Special Lecture on Civilization Studies I <2 credits>

This course pinpoints particular themes in the current historical research of modern
society to consider the distinct context of social change in globalization from the
perspective of world history. This course aims to enrich the students’ knowledge and
deepen their understanding of the dynamism between universality and plurality of the
global community, that is the grand theme of Civilizational Studies Stream as whole.
The course constitutes interpretations of monographs of historical research, lectures

on the implications of the interpretations to modern society, and group discussions.
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(9) Special Lecture on Civilization Studies II <2 credits>

This course focuses upon the new research topics in social science from a
comprehensive viewpoint on institutionalism. The students of this course will deepen
their understanding of the inseparable connection and relational changes between
human and material, and between social system and environment. Understanding
diverse reactions of different societies against globalization, students will deepen their
understanding of the dynamism between universality and plurality of the global
community, that is the grand theme of Civilizational Studies Stream as a whole. This

course will apply a variety of combinatorial lecturing methods, including group debates.
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(10) Comparative Politics in Asia <4 credits>

This course presents a comparative overview of each Asian region from the perspective
of historical context, political regime and process of political development. A series of
multi-faceted historical analysis of Asian democracy will be introduced from
contemporary viewpoints of political studies such as the relationship between media
and politics, politics of emotion, transformation of public sphere, the problems of
populism. Besides, this will be followed by application of multiple perspectives from
sociology, anthropology, and historical studies. This course will take in a variety of

combinatorial lecturing methods, including tutorials and group debates.
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(11) International Relations in the Asia-Pacific <4 credits>

From the historical perspective, this course outlooks the foreign policies and
international relations of Asia Pacific nations; the students of this course also learn and
debate the global issues in international relations from the Asia Pacific viewpoint,
especially the central issues of how the multiple layers (and entanglement) of regional
interests and perceptions in the Asia Pacific induces the convergence of conflicts and
tensions. Students will also be engaged in a case study of foreign relations of particular
country in the Asia-Pacific region. A rich variety of combinatorial lecturing methods,

including tutorials and group works and debates, will be applied.
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(12) War and Peace in the Globalizing World <4 credits>

This course overviews the history of violence, particularly of armed conflict in the 2
half of the 20" century such as Korea and Vietnam War. The students of this course
will consider and debate the historical implications of these significant cases in the
Asia-Pacific region to study the nature of diplomatic relations of security, and learn the
realization of conflict prevention through creation of peaceful relations, and the
following peace-building and peacekeeping acts. This course will take in a variety of

combinatorial lecturing methods, including tutorials and group works and debates.
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
