Objectives of the

webinar

ince its foundation in 2013,

China’s Belt and Road Initiative
(BRI) has attracted wide-ranging
attention around the world as an
initiative to decrease world trade
costs and boost the world economy
by investing in and building public
infrastructure. At the same time,
however, the more Chinese projects
arising from this initiative, the more
emerging concerns there are about
the implications of the BRI from the
point of view of the existing
international order and geopolitics, as
well as various political and social
problems that seem to derive from
such projects in various host
countries. A notable example is the
so-called “debt trap,” in which
Chinese investment gives rise to
unsustainable debt in host countries,
unsustainable to such an extent that
the host countries are unable to
repay the debt. In the case of Sri
Lanka, the debt trap arising from
Chinese investment and related
projects there has led to the Sri
Lankan government’s handing over of
the Hambantota Port and 15,000
acres of land around it to China on a
99-year lease.

Considering the high likelihood that
the BRI will endure for some time to

come, as well as considering
increases in China’s overseas
investment and in its political and
economic commitment in developing
countries, for example, it is
imperative to examine empirically
where the problems manifested in
BRI projects since 2013 have arisen.
In partial achievement of that aim, it
is necessary to approach this
question by drawing on research into
various Chinese actors, including
those who engage in China’s
diplomatic and corporate activities,
as well research on politics and
societies in host countries in which
the Chinese actors invest.

This symposium brings together
experts on China’s diplomatic and
corporate activities, and experts on
the countries in which China invests,
to jointly analyze how problems that
arise in the course of BRI projects
derive from China’s domestic issues,
and problems arising from the BRI
have become domestic issues in the
countries where the projects take
place. In other words, we will ask how
China’s domestic issues have been
globalized in conjunction with the
BRI, and how such a global initiative
as the BRI has been internalized (for
example politicized as an election
issue) in the politics of various host
countries. Furthermore, how Japan
engages with the BRI is a question
significant to future Sino-Japanese
relations and to the ongoing
economic development of the world.
Therefore, we will also explore the
implication of the BRI for Japan.
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
