On Friday, November 14, 2025, the Ritsumeikan Center for East Asia Peace and
Cooperation, in collaboration with the Ritsumeikan Center for Korean Studies, held the
Japan—China—Korea Trilateral University Symposium: “Transformations of the International

from various fields to discuss how Northeast Asia should respond to potential transformations
in the international order accompanying the inauguration of the second Trump
administration.

leading to lively discussions from fresh and diverse viewpoints.
